Rector’s Decree #3828

THE RECTOR

· Pursuant to Law #168 of 9 May 1989;

· Pursuant to the Statute of Genoa University enacted by Rector’s Decree #18 of 20 Dec 1994 and subsequent modifications and, in particular, art. 17;

· Pursuant to the "Regulation for scholarships reserved for foreign citizens for the purpose of conducting research" (henceforth Regulation), enacted by urgent Rector’s Decree #1402 of 22 March 2003 and ratified by deliberation of the Academic Senate on 29 Mar 2004;

· Having reviewed the decision of the Board of Directors on 28 June 2005, with which, having verified the availability of funds, institution of 45 three-month grants was decided, to be attributed to the facilities available to accommodate recipients;

· Having consulted the Control Commission under art. 1, section III, item g) of the Regulation;

D E C R E E S
Art. 1

Type of grant
1. The University, from the perspective of the internationalization of the university system and implementation of art. 17, section 2 of the Statute, institutes 45 grants aimed at conducting research for periods of three months (hereafter grants), in the monthly amount of € 1,000.00, reserved for students with foreign citizenship and not residing in Italy (hereafter recipients).

Art. 2

General admission requirements

1. Participation in the contest is restricted to those who possess the following requirements, on pain of exclusion:

a) foreign citizenship;

b) residence in a country other than Italy;

c) degree earned in Italy according to the system in force prior to the university system reform or a specialist degree, or a homologous academic degree earned abroad, accompanied by a declaration of equivalency.

In the event that the degree has not yet been declared equivalent, the candidate must request equivalency for the sole purpose of admission to the contest, attaching the documents pertinent to recognition of the degree (degree indicating the length of the course of study, study program specifying each individual training activity, including the list of courses taken and marks earned). The Rector, having consulted the competent Board of Professors, may issue the respective equivalency order for the sole purpose of admission to the contest and enjoyment of the grant.

Knowledge of English will be considered a preferential assessment consideration.

Art. 3

Facilities available for reception, areas of research, administrative points of reference.

Refer to attachment “A”.

1. Attachment “A” lists the research facilities that are available to receive foreign students to conduct three-month research programs.

2. In the application to participate in the contest, candidates must briefly explain the research they intend to conduct in the research area selected from among those identified by the facility (Department/Research Center) concerned, according to the indications given in Attachment "A".

3. Any requests for information can be directed to the administrative point of reference indicated in attachment “A”.

Art. 4

Procedure for submitting applications

1. The duly signed application for contest participation, to be drawn up on unstamped paper according to the attached form “B”, and accompanied by the required documentation, must be addressed to the Grand Rector of Genoa University and sent to the selected facility (Department/Research Center), EXCLUSIVELY BY FAX using the numbers and addresses provided in attachment “A”, by the final deadline of 30 September 2005.

2. The same candidate may not submit more than one application. In the event that multiple applications are received, those following the first will not be accepted.

3. In the application the candidate must declare:

· his/her personal information, date and place of birth, citizenship, residency, and address selected for the purposes of the contest (committing to communicate any changes to the same);

· academic degree required under art. 2, granted by an Italian or foreign University;

· knowledge of English if applicable;

· his/her commitment to conduct research full time according to the procedures established by the tutor in accordance with art. 5 below;

· the subject of the research that he/she intends to conduct;

· the selected area of research.

Candidates lacking equivalency for their academic degrees must also request recognition of equivalency of said degrees, for the sole purpose of admission to the contest.

4. The candidate must attach the following documents to the application, on pain of exclusion:

a) )copy of his/her passport or valid identification document;

b) )curriculum vitae;

c) academic degree required under art. 2 of this contest;

d) letter of presentation from a professor at the University in which the applicant’s academic career was conducted.

5. The documents under point 4 above, accompanying the application, must be submitted along with a translation in Italian or English;

6. The University assumes no responsibility for non-receipt of applications, corresponding attachments, or any communications.

Art. 5

Assessment – Designation of "tutor"

1. The Director of the research facility submits the candidate’s applications for assessment by the Board of Professors competent for the Doctorate program. The Board issues a judgment regarding the suitability of the candidate’s preparation to conduct the research, and the scientific interest of the research subjects they presented. For each recipient judged to be suitable, the Board of Professors designates the tutor professor who must preside over the management, supervision, and control of the research activity.
2. The Board of Professors must also issue its decision regarding equivalency, for the sole purpose of admission to the contest, of the academic degrees of those candidates who have explicitly requested it.
3. A positive ruling by the Board of Professors does not guarantee assignment of the grant.

Art. 6

Procedure following the assessment

1. Following a positive ruling from the Board of Professors, the Director of the facility will forward to the Grand Rector, at the International Mobility and Advanced Studies Service – Sector VIII, his/her request for permission to make use of the grants attributed to the facility itself indicated in Attachment "A", sending:

a) copy of the minutes of the assessment of the Board of Professors;

b) the documented candidate applications;

c) communication of the start date for the research – possibly already agreed with the recipient – which may not be later than 30 Sep. 2006.

2. The requests from facility directors will be accepted and dispatched in chronological order of arrival to the International Mobility and Advanced Studies Service-Sector VIII, until reaching capacity of the grants assigned to each facility and in any case not later than 31 Oct. 2005.

3. In the event of a request from the Director for a number of grants exceeding those assigned to the facility, the Board of Professors must draw up a merit classification of suitable candidates, subject to any grants already assigned under the previous section.

4. Grants not used due to lack of candidates may be subject to redistribution by the Control Commission in accordance with art. 1 of the Regulation among facilities with a surplus of suitable candidates.
Art. 7

Awarding the grants

1. The International Mobility and Advanced Studies Service-Sector VIII, will communicate the result of the contest only to study grant recipients, who will be contacted by e-mail.

2. The recipient must promptly inform the International Mobility and Advanced Studies Service-Sector VIII, Via Bensa 1 of his/her date of arrival in Italy.

3. Upon arrival in Italy, the recipient must formally accept the grant and produce a copy of his/her residence permit.

4. The Rector, having evaluated that the procedure was conducted regularly, confers the grant.

Art. 8

Duration and characteristics of the grant

1. The grants last three months and are paid in monthly installments deferred beginning from the beginning of research certified and transmitted by the tutor.

2. The monthly amount of the grant is €1,000.00 and is disbursed for the duration of the research.

3. Within 15 days from acceptance, in accordance with art. 7, section 3, payment is scheduled of a lump sum of € 500.00 for citizens of the European Union and € 1,500.00 for citizens of extra-EU citizens as reimbursement of travel expenses.

4. Upon conclusion of the research, and subject to the tutor’s issuance of the declaration of correct performance of the work and conformity of the final report on the research project, prepared by the recipient, under art. 6, section 2 of the Regulation, the recipient will receive a declaration substantiating conclusion of the project that can be assessed as an educational activity for the purpose of assigning university education credits.

5. The recipient is obligated to return the grant awarded in the event that upon conclusion of the research, he/she does not obtain the declaration of correct performance of the research issued by the tutor under art. 6, section 2 of the Regulation.

ART. 9

Economic and regulatory treatment

1. Performance of research activities and receipt of the grant do not constitute any employment relationship, nor do they confer any rights of access to the functions of university personnel nor any social security treatments. The duration of the recipient’s activity is defined by the duration of the grant. The research activity takes place in the premises or laboratories of the facility or at another location identified by the tutor and under the direction and supervision of the latter.

2. Recipients are required to conduct full-time research during the entire grant period.

3. The University provides for insurance coverage in the application of the appropriate laws in force.

Art. 10

Handling of personal details

1. Personal details provided by the candidates will be managed by Genoa University, Special Office for Coordination and Administrative Support for Research, and processed for the purposes of managing the selection and performance of the research undertaken, in accordance with the dispositions of Legislative Decree #196 of 30 June 2003 and subsequent modifications and integrations.
